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Environmental Hazards
Ken Torke, a Lakewood Resident with a Technical Back-
ground, Explains the Situation in Layman's Terms

There are usually three primary parties involved in any eavi-
ronmental contaminstion/clean -up. Those are (1) The companics
or individuals who caused the problem (referred 1o as "responsi-
ble partics”), (Z) The various government officials (locsl, state,
and federal regulatory agencies), and (3) The citizens potentially
affected by the problem. June's L.V.N.A. moeling was an exam-
ple of whal is becoming a fairly common practice of bringing
these three groups fogether.

In this case, the responsible parties contacted us and request-
ed the opportunity to inform our community of the investigation
that has been conducted in our area and what the results mean.
All of the sampling, analysis, and reporting by the responsible
partics is conducted under the watchful eye of the regulatory
agencies who were also represented at the meeting. The conclu-
sions reached by these parties are as follows:

* The chemicals in the ground water in our neighborhood
are at extremely low levels and are only detectable in a
very limited area of the communily.

= The water is NOT used for dnnking and has no way of
entering the drinking water which is supplicd from a sep-

arale souUrce. |

*  The amount of contamination found in the surface soil is
at or below the level expected even if there was no
ground water problem.

As the responsible partics continue moniloring our arca and
begin their multi-millioa dollar clean-up programs, the regulato-
ry agencies will continue lo monilor the situation, and we should
remain informed. It is almost impossible 1o hide environmental
damage from the regulaiory agencics onoe investigation has be-
gun, so it is safe to assume we have a reasonable understanding
of what is going on and our risks are probably minimal.

Besides, we should keep things in perspective. Our neigh-
borhood is more likely 1o be damaged by misinformation, media
cousrage and ouverreastion than by the aaviranmental hawaede
themselves. Furthermore, the potential danger from the ground
water below us pales in comparison to the environmental risks
caused by the cars that we all drive and the chemicals that we
use at work and in our homes.

The scariest aspect of this issues is its technical nature. It is
hard for the responsible parties and regulatory agencies to talk to
